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THE NEW CITY BUILDING ON BUL-
FINGH STREET.

Ascommodations for Barnicoat Engline Coui-
pany and the Natlonal Lancers.

The new city bullaing on the zite of the old Man-
alon llcmpe In Bulfinch street, winel: has been in
process of erectlon since last March, I3 now nearly
completed aud ready for occupancy. The bullding is
dealgned to accommodate the firo brigade of this
¢ity, witl all its appurtenances, and also to furnish
an armory for ihe Natlonal Lancers, Hoth these
purposes are fulfilled in o most entisfactory manner
by the new edifice now 50 near completion, and
much credit {8 properly due to archilect and
eoutractors for the wauner in which the work
has been performed. The edifice Is three stores
in height, and surmounted by a slalwd Man-
sard roof., The lower story i3 constructed of
granite, while tha upper two stories are built with
ihe best quality of “face™ brick, The window caps
and sills aro also of granite, The fromt of the build-
ing, nearly oppoeite Howard street, Is abonk seventy
feet long, and in depth about minety feet. On the
ground floor, there are five entranees. One, entirely
separate from others, opens upon a broad stalrease,
leacing to the Lancera’ armory. Next to this armory
stairway is the room, or rather hall, of steam enpiue
‘Barnicoat, No. 4, in the rear of which Is a capacious
and well-arranged stable, The engine-room iscon-
nected by folding-doors with ibree other rocins,
which are to serve for the aecommaodation of wagons,
and horses of the chief enginevr, of extra steamer
and extinguisher wagon. In the second story, imme-
diately above, are bathing rooms, a large sleeping
room and & very pretty title parlor, nlcely carpetod
and fitted up In avery respect. The entiro arrange-
menta for the accommaodation of the firo depaitment
are made with a view to the comfort and conveniuneo
of those for whem they were deslgned, and retiect
credit upon the ecommittee in charge of the work.

QOver the entrance to the Lancers’ armory, which,
as han been sald, {s entirely distinct from those which
op¢n into the quarters of the fire depariment, I8 the
imecription, *'‘Natlonal Lanceis,” In raised granite
bettere, Tho stairense is sery Urowd and easy of
arcent, with banieters of moulded black walnut,
At the Lead of 1he stalre, on Lthe right, {8 to be found
the armory room, an apartment of Irregulne shape,
affording ample facili.les fo1 disposing of the com-
ypany's equipments, which are hung upon very neat
bronze supparts, It is proposed to have the company
meetings held 1o this toom, and a larpe fund has been
raieed among the members for Lhie purposs of suitably
Jurnisbing thie room, a3 weli ag the others occupled by
the company. On the next tloor is tho driil-hall, whivh
will admnirably gerve alko n8 a Lall-roomn. This hall
eccaples almost the entire length and breawdih of the
wuilding and is twostories high, In the rear ace two
rotiring rooing, awl two galleres for the nccommaodn-
tion of musieians and spectators on festival ocensions,
Around the walls of this drill-room are hung por-
traitsa of old compuny commanders, unl many
anclent paintings, which are brought from the old
armory, more for memory's snke, protably, than on
account of any intrinsic merit porsessed by them,

In the highest story, that covered by the * Man-
sard,” I8 o fine rovin, wiich will te used ns n bans
queting hall awd place of gencral ttorage. 1he deck
roof s supporied by a pecullar arrangemcnt of trus-
a8, 60 that not only {s an unusually lofty room ob-
talocd, but the stabllity of the entire slructure is n8-
eutedd beyond adoubt. A kitchien, well furnished with
<ulloary appliances, opens off frvin this hall, and
everything that may conduee to the gurtatory enjoy-
mant of the Lancers aued thelr fricnds hay been pro-
yided.

‘Thixevening, Ui Lancers propose to formally dedl-
ente thelr new quarters by a geand ball and N[ pEr.
Tho drill-room is Lulng sery bandgoinely festooned
and decoratul with hrfight-colorid bunting, and the
preparations for the entertainment were vigorously
Hefrecated yecterdny, The inangaration  fastival
will, It 1y expectid, be an oecasling lnog to ba remem-
bered by the Nattonal Lanecrs, and thise ot helr
Tricuds who may be fortunate enough to be preegnt,
